The deadweight tonnage (DWT) of the
vessel is 3,719 tonnes and the gross tonnage
(GT) is 3,616. The vessel complies with DPS2
requirements and SPS 2008 code and has
been dual classed with Indian Register of
Shipping and American Bureau of Shipping.

SCI has acquired the resale Multi-Purpose

Support Vessel (MPSV) from owner M/s Emerald Marine Global Ltd.,
British Virgin Islands, on 07th July 2017. The vessel has been
acquired after upgrading the vessel with heli-deck, higher capacity

crane, lifeboats, FRC, etc. to strategically place the vessel in the
offshore market and to serve the need of India's Offshore /

Research sector. This is the second MPSVin
SCI's offshore fleet; the first one 'SCI
Sabarmati' was acquired in November
2016. SCI's offshore fleet has now reached
eleven vessels aggregating to 26,574 GT
and 27,221 DWT.

On this new addition to SCI fleet, C&MD,
SCI commented that the acquisition is in
line with our plan to expand by way of

second hand/resale acquisitions. He also added that SCl is looking
to increase its tonnage significantly with younger tonnage to
ensure stable revenues over the longer term.

Fleet Payroll Implementation in SCI - A Case Study

Dynamics of fleet payroll

SCI owns and manages a diverse fleet of vessels like Bulk Carriers,
Crude, Product, Chemical, LPG and LNG tankers, Offshore Supply
Vessel, Cellular Vessels and Passenger Vessels. Fleet personnel are
deployed on these vessels. The vessel could be used on home
trade or foreign trade and the nature of vessel operation is
considered in terms of coastal, near coastal, Indian waters or
foreign waters. The fleet payroll is impacted by various parameters
such as the Vessel type, Vessel Status, Vessel Operation Nature,
Rank Grade, Ranks, Contract Type, Contract Terms, Grade Basic
Rate and Duty Statuses.

Complexities of SCI Fleet Payroll which is vessel type dependent
and is impacted by various parameters such as the Vessel type,
Vessel Status, Vessel Operation Nature, Rank Grade, Ranks,
Contract Type, Contract Terms, Grade Basic Rate and Duty
Statuses.

The fleet personnel comprises of various categories broadly
classified as Officers, Petty officers, Crew and Trainees. Besides,
Manning Agencies have been empanelled to provide seafarers in
case of non availability of regular or direct contract officers. SCI
also runs payroll of the Andaman and Nicobar seafarers.

There are 6270 Grade Basic Rates which govern various Basic of the
Seafarers across, Foreign Going, Home Trade, OSV, A&N
agreements.

Several challenges like carry forward of INR component,
connecting moving location, manual process to online fleet HCM
system, EDR settlement, Absence of Retro accounting feature,
NET based Ship Module, were the key challenges which have were
done away with.
